THERAPY SERVICES

Therapy services include speech, occupational,
and physical therapies. Clearbrook’s Therapy Team
provides expert multidisciplinary care through
consultations, evaluations, and direct therapy,
ensuring clients receive the specialized support
they need. The Ability Center in Rolling Meadows

provides a designated space for therapy services.

COMMUNITY MENTAL
HEALTH CENTER

Clearbrook has three Community Mental Health
Center (CMHC) locations—Crystal Lake, Rolling
Meadows, and Libertyville—which provide mental
health support through individual, group, and
family therapy. The CMHC serves anyone with a
mental illness, but specializes in individuals with
dual-diagnoses  of and

mental illness

intellectual/developmental disabilities.

The CMHC is designed to support the larger
community  while additional
support to the current individuals Clearbrook

also  providing

serves.
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- Supporting children with developmental delays and their families via direct service, outreach,
Family and Community Autism Resource Services, the Child and Family Connections program,
and the CHILD Therapy Program

« Our CHILD Therapy Program served 433 children from July 2024 to June 2025.
- The Child and Family Connections (CFC) program provides innovative service delivery for

families and children by highly qualified professionals in an enriching natural environment. We
are now serving an average of 2,419 families each month. We served a total of 5,530 children

throughout the year.

CFC

CFCs are the regional intake agencies for
children (0-3) and families to enter the lllinois
Early Intervention System. Clearbrook’s CFC
employs early intervention credentialed Service
Coordinators to assist families throughout
North Suburban Cook County with intake,
referrals, and/or direct services.

HOME-BASED SERVICES

Designed to support children in their natural
environments, home-based services focus on
goal setting and developing new skills to help
them move toward independence.

CHILD THERAPY

CHILD (Clearbrook Helps Infants Learn and
Develop) Therapy Services offer a family-
focused, interdisciplinary approach to assisting
families with  young children (0-5) with
developmental delays.

RESPITE

Clearbrook provides respite services to give
families of children (ages 3+) with intellectual
and developmental disabilities a much-needed
break. They can use the time to run errands, go

to the grocery store, or simply as a small
moment of rest.
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« Supporting adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities through community day services,
community employment, home-based services, and residential programs across Northern lllinois

« We welcomed 20 individuals into our residential programs from July 2024 to June 2025. This includes 6
adults in our Intermediate Care Facilities (ICF) and 14 in our Community Integrated Living Arrangements
(CILA).

« An additional 76 adults joined our Home-Based Services (HBS) program, ending the year with 1,446
total served. Clearbrook is the largest provider of this service in the state of lllinois.

COMMUNITY EMPLOYMENT

Clearbrook’s Community Employment Services (CES)
provide individuals with the opportunity to develop
crucial skills and professionalism that can be applied
in workplace settings. Job coaches evaluate habits
and the individual’s readiness to join the workforce in
a variety of fields. Options include employment-skills
training, supported employment, and independent
employment.

HOME-BASED SERVICES

Designed to support adults in their everyday

environments, Home-Based Services focus on goal
setting and developing new skills to help them
move toward independence.
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RESIDENTIAL

Clearbrook offers residential services in 27

suburbs. Services range from one-person
homes to an 80+ resident facility with round-
the-clock nursing care. Services and supports
are matched to the residents based upon their

choices and individual needs.

RESPITE

Clearbrook provides respite services to give
families of adults with disabilities a much-
needed break. They can use the time to run
errands or simply enjoy a small moment of

relief.



DAY SERVICES

Clearbrook’s Community Day Services help participants acquire new skills and refine existing ones in the
areas of daily living, communication, decision-making, and socialization while emphasizing

independence.

COMMUNITY DAY PROGRAMS

Clearbrook’s various day program locations
provide a structured setting for continued-learning
opportunities based upon each individual's
interests and abilities, with an emphasis on
socialization and community participation.

CHOICE

There are three CHOICE day program locations:
Crystal Lake, Woodstock, and Libertyville. CHOICE
promotes full community integration, growth,
independence, and skill building. Participants are
given the freedom to choose their daily activities
based on their interests and goals.

PURSUIT
This day program is a collaboration with the
Northwest Suburban Recreation Association

(NWSRA). PURSUIT is located in local park district
buildings throughout the suburbs and provides
opportunities for continued growth through
recreation and leisure activities.

In 2024, Clearbrook began its strategic
downsizing of the Getz day program into
three smaller, separate structures to create a
supportive and inclusive environment for
people with disabilities.

The first location—CDS Rolling Meadows—
opened in May 2025. CDS Hoffman Estates
January 2026, and CDS
Libertyville will open later this year!

This program is tailored for Clearbrook clients
who participate in Community Employment
Services (CES). The program focuses on
community involvement, skill building, and
empowering individuals to make independent
choices during their non-working hours.
